The one exception is Forensic Science which is mainly a hands on class and has books
only used in class. Many times Edpuzzle is used to provide video lectures as homework as well.
In Advanced Placement classes we utilize the Mastering program for online homework as well
as AP Classroom for practice AP style questions.
