' HOMEWORK/LATE WORK POLICY

Students will have homework in class several days a week and it is most commonly found on
Google Classroom. It is the student’s responsibility to make up missed assignments in a timely
fashion (same number of days absent as the additional days to complete it) and to reschedule any
missed tests or quizzes. Students may turn in late work for reduced credit. Every day an assignment
is late it incurs a 10% deduction of the assignment’s point value. A student may turn in assignment
up to 3 days late and still receive credit. After three days, the assignment is a permanent zero.
